Mission Statement
The Turkeyfoot Valley Historical Society is a non-profit volunteer organization dedicated to
the preservation of the history and heritage of the area. It collects, studies and preserves
historical documents, buildings, sites, locations and other items of historical interest and
aesthetic and social value relating to the history of the Turkeyfoot area and its people; fosters
interest in and appreciation for local history and carries on research regarding that history.

Funding
This scholarship is funded through contributions made by H.C. “Joe” Harned to the Community
Foundation of Greater Johnstown, D/B/A The Community Foundation for the Alleghenies. The
Foundation administers the fund for the disbursement through the Turkeyfoot Valley Historical
Society. In the amount of $2,500 per year for post-secondary education at an accredited
institutions for up to four years ($10,000 total).

Requirements

e The student or the student’s family must agree to become a member of the
Turkeyfoot Valley Historical Society for a period of at least three years

e The student must be a graduate of Turkeyfoot Valley Area High School

e The applicant must be currently enrolled in or planning to attend an accredited
institution offering post-secondary education.

e Money shall be distributed on an annual basis to coincide with spring graduation.

e Student must submit a brief essay detailing the area’s importance in American
History

e Open to any field of study

e The awardee shall be selected by a committee consisting of 2 officers of the
Turkeyfoot Area Historical Society, the Turkeyfoot Area High School Guidance
Counselor, History teacher, and English teacher

e Official high-school transcript

e Letter of reccommendation from one teacher or guidance counselor
e Letter of recommendation from manager/supervisor where you work
